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August 24, 2011

Meeting called to order at 0837 by Ryan Johnson.  

Roll Call… Ryan Johnson – present, Rytis Juzolenas – absent, John Economos – present, Steve Hawkinson – present, Chief John Eichelberger – will be arriving late, Eric Jensen – present, and Kelly Rogina - present.  Chief Mores – is sitting in for Eichelberger.  

Ryan Johnson made a motion to pass on reading of July’s meeting minutes.  Jensen seconded the motion.   Roll call was taken motioned pass.

Open forum/public comment – None

Chairman’s Report – Johnson noted per the bylaws the Board has to come up with an expenditure list for the Board of Trustee’s.     

Chief notified Johnson that the ice merchandiser is a dead issue.  The Board of Trustees wants Chief Eichelberger to use the three door freezer from old HQ in its spot.  

Treasurer Report – Currently we have $ 45,187.25.  

Johnson made a motion to pay the bills in usual manner.  Rogina seconded the motion motioned passed.  

Old Business:

Attorney General Class – There are still a few that need to complete the online class.

Water Lines – Still on hold

Mygofer – Rogina stated that the representative has been out of the office, and will be returning back to the office today.  Rogina will get in touch with Bernadette, the representative from Mygofer, and try to get the service moving.  Johnson gave a quick overview for anyone that does not know what Mygofer is. 
Forcible Entry Door – It’s on order and takes 6 weeks from when it was ordered.  

Z-Tron – St One & St 4 have been wired, and is currently waiting from A Beep to finish their part.  

Heavy Bag – St 2 received the heavy bag, and one part was damaged.  The station personal will be handling this issue.  

 Back to Bed – The bed credit has been taken care of, and the stations have their new beds.    
Hurst Quick Connect – Johnson commented that he was waiting to hear from Votteler on the cost of the connections.  Chief Eichelberger told Johnson that he wanted all the connections to be done at once, and not in two phases.  The item is tabled until the Board hears from Lt Votteler.  
Pull Up Bars – Hawkinson ordered four pull up bars.  

Work Out Mats/ Weights – Discussion was held regarding moving the weights and or the cardio up into the mezzanine so that more weight/cardio equipment can be purchased.  Chief Mores stated that nothing will be moved until the Board comes up with a general plan, and present it to the Chiefs.  Once the Chiefs have the plan then they will make a decision.  

Recliners – Item is tabled

Knife Service – The Board had asked if the Knife Company had a smaller carving knife or a different way to store the knives besides the holder they gave.  This item will be looked into.  

Kitchen Aide Mixers – Rogina got four mixers for all four stations, and the shifts appreciate the purchase.  One shift broke theirs, and was quickly replaced. 

Hinkley Water – Item was discussed, and the Board feels this is not an item the Board wants to pursue.  

Chief Eichelberger entered the meeting.  

Andy Scott entered the meeting, and was told what the Board objectives are with the workout equipment.  The Chief and Andy gave their opinions.  Discussion was held.  Item is tabled until next month.  
MRE’s – Chief stated it was just an item he threw out.  If the District has another tornado or blizzard and becomes a shelter we may have no means on getting food. Then the District can use these in this case of emergency.  

New Business:

Hawkinson – had an idea on investing half of what we get each year, and invest it in a high interest CD or money market account.  Currently the Board gets $79,000, and the Board has spent about half of it right now so Hawkinson’s idea is to make some money back on it.  

Coffee Makers – Chief asked if the Board could order two more coffee makers for HQ.   One will be put in the kitchen downstairs and the other in one for the meeting room.
Johnson made a motion to purchase two coffee makers and pots for HQ.  Jensen seconded the motion, and a roll call was taken.  Motion passed.  

Other Matters:
Patio Furniture – Rogina asked if she can purchase a nice set of patio furniture for the stations since now would be the best time for deals.  The Board asked to come back with specifics, and the Board will discuss it at next month’s meeting.  

Smokers – Rogina asked about the item, and the Board asked for specifics on the item for next months meeting.  

With no further business Johnson moved to adjourn the meeting at 0945.  Seconded the motion by John Economos.  Next months meeting is scheduled for September 29, 2011.
